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PREFACE.

The following account of the Fynmore family, now printed for
the first time, may be regarded as tolerably complete, at least for
the period which it covers, though as muck cannot be said of
some of the families mentioned in the appendix.

To bave given equally full accounis of them all would have
required much time, and it seemed best not to delay longer the
issuo of the information which has been collected respecting the
Fynmores, Fynamores, Finnimores, Fenemores, znd Filmores.
Pedigrees of Filmer, Fillmore, and Phillimore, have already appeared
in type. It is true that they ave somewhat brief, but to have
printed accounts of them here, as detailed as that of Fynmore, wonld
have greatly increased the size of this work, which already much
excoeds the limits originally intended.

The arrangement of the pedigrees which has been followed, is
based upon that preseribed by the New England Register, but with
the important addition of Key Charts, with cross references. This
combination, too seldom adopted, possesses the advantage that the
fullest detail can be given in the narrative, while the relative
position of any single member of the family can be immediately
ascertained by a glance ab the key chart.

It may be well to observe that the large Roman numerals
indicate the number of each generation, and the Arabic fizures the
seniority of the children, The junior lines are distinguished by the
addition of a letter of the alphabet to the Roman numerals. Thus,
William Fynmore, of Jamaica, is simply V1., his brother James V.
14, who becomes the “stock father "of & new line, is then described
as VL b, while the latter’s son, Thomas, is VII. b, Elder branches,

which died out in two or three generations at most, are usuvally
described in & subsidiary manner under their respective ancestors.
Those who are treated as heads of families or branches have their
names and notation printed in heavy typs ; all other descendants of
the Fynmores are given in italies As far as possible a similar
method has been pursued with the other families mentioned in
these pages.

My thanks are due to many who have willingly assisted my
inquiries. Amongst them must be speecially named—Mr. R.
.1, Fyomore, of Sandgate, who placed Lis collections at my disposal,
and rendered much valuable assistance in the progress of the work—

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The Family of Fonmore.

{‘, THE patronymic borne by the family whose history is attempted
. in these pages, belongs to a group of surnames, of which the
principal examples existing at the present time are Fynmore,
Fioniwore, Phillinzore, Fillmore, and Filmer, and which is remarkable
for numerous variations in spelling, by which their real origin has
Leen much obseured. In proof of the statement that these names
age interchangeable, it is only necessary to give here a few instances)
FCThe Fynmores of North Hinksey trace their deseent from William
nmore, who was mayor of Reading in 1577 und 1586.
Archdeacon Fynmore, a member of this family, was also styled
Finmore, though he always signed Fynmore in the Chapter Books
at Chester, and to show how unsettled the orthography of the name
was, cven at a Iate date, we may mention that the tablets opposite
one another in the chancel at North Hinksey, ereeted in 1677 and
1687, and both commemorating porsons of position and education,
have respectively Fynmore and Finmors, while the burial of Arch-
deacon Fynmore's widow, in 1707, was registered as Finnemore.

Henry Filmer, churchwarden of Windsor, whe was burnt there
about 1543 for heresy, is variously described in the earlier editjons
of Foxe's Book of Martyrs as Finmore, Finvemore and ]!'ilme‘r-%él

ﬁ;:le Filmers of East Sutton, Kent, also appear to derive their
nate from Finnimore, or some similar form; for Nicholl’s
Baronetage, 1741, states on the authority of the then Sir Edmund
Filmar, that **this family formerly wrote their name ¥inmers,
Fylmere, Filmour, and Filmoz, temp. Edward IIL, but of late
Filmer, angd were seated at Otterinder in Kent, at & place called
Finmore,” } The statement that there ia a place called Finmore at
Otterinden or Otterden, is, however, an error, nor is there at present
any evidence to show thal they were settled in Kent at so early a
period ns the fourteenth century.

At Nether Avon, Wiltshire, whare there i3 said to be still a clan
of Phillimores in humble position, Phineas Philamore aliae
Fennymore in 1731 was party to a conveyance, which he, however,
gsigned as Phillomoar ; while he is entored in the parish register as
Phillumore, which was the spelling commonly followed there in the
geventesnth century, The will of FPhilip Philniore, of Nerth
Stoks, Oxon, was proved by his widow in 1636, who then styled
herself and her late husband Phinmore alias Philmore; but his
doughter in 1660 took out administration “de bonis non” fo her
Tather as Philmer,
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{ At Cam, in Gloucestershirs, a John Fynamore appears as & tenank

f the Manor from 1515 to 1630. His son seems o be the William

Fynimore who attested the will of Johm Trotman in 1577, and
de his own will as William Phinimors.

Zs’;hruughout the Cam registers the forms Phinimore and

hillimore®, are used interchangeably until the year 1680, when
Phinimore ajjpears for the last time, and Phillimore beeomes the
accepted spelling, althongh evem at the present day persoms
unacquainted with the name will often the firet time of hearing it
write Finimore or Finamore. On the same page of the Cam register
wo find in 1663 Danyell Philtimore, ther churchwarden, described
also ag Daniel Phinimore. In this register the spelling of the nams
appears to have changed with the different vicars of the parish.
Daniel Phinnimore, of the adjacent parish of Coaley, and ancestor
of the Phillimores of Slymbridge, in his will, dated 1678, refers
to his son Daniel Phillimore, whilst his widow, Jean Phinnimors,
in her will in 1685 adheres to the older form through This is
perhaps the latest instance of its use in Gloucestershirg,

Numerous a8 are the forms of spelling in which” this family
of surnames occur, they may be all classified in a few distinet
divisions. The principal one depends on the termination of the
first syllable, according as it ends in # or !, as Finnimore or Phillimore.
A second division arises from the suppression of the middle vowel,
converting the nams into a dissyllable, such as Fynmore or Filmore,
Further, the last syllable -more sometimes hecomes -mer, as in
Filmer, aud sometimes -mere and -mare. Then, the £ of tha first
gyllable becomes ¢, as in Fenimove; but this alteration seems
confined to the » class, unless the surnames Belemore and Belmer
beleng to the group, Lastly, the initfal F in one small group
becomes P, and in another changes into P or B. In this way are
derived Venmore, Pilmore, Billimore, etc.i By the changs of F
intc Ph, and of 1 into g, the doubling of » and [, and pther minor
alteratfons, the number of varieties is greatly anlarged.-)

The foliowing list of more than one hundred of this family of sur-
names serves not only to chow their great variety, but to illustrate
the difficulties attending an enquiry into the hiastory of a surname
of so changeablo a form. The number attached to each name
indicates the times of its occurrence in the Registers of Births for
187781,

Most of the names in this list are medisoval forms which have been
long obsolete, and not o few of the rest are exfremely rave, and
probably becoming extinet, as the tendency seems to be for the lesser
varieties to approximate te or adopt the spelling used by the most
important family of the division to which they belong. Thus, &ll
the members of group viii. tend to use the spelling Filmer, and
those of group iv. the form Phillimore, which probably accounts
for the grester frequeney of these names. Preof of the identity of
Venimore, Venmore, Belemore, Belmore, and Binmore, with Finimore
has yet to beadduced, However, Fenemore and Yenemore both oxist
in Oxfordshire. Of the former spelling, many instances cceur in
the early Fynamore charters. But notwithstanding the great variety
shown In the preceding list, the aggregate number of individuals
bearing any of these names is very small.

A eareful examination of the Registrar-General's quarterly indexes
of Births for the years 1877-81 has supplied some interesting
statistics about these names, The number of births in Engiand and
‘Wales during these five years was 4,425,490, while the total number
belonging fo this group, aven including the doubtful imstances
already mentioned, was only 447, Presuming that the same
proporfion of births exists in this group as with other names, we
may sestimate the number Living in 1881 to be 2,623 out of a
population of 25,968,286, These figures give the following
estimate for the five most numercua of the names:—

Filmer, births 1877-81, 1035, number living 1881, 615,

Plillimore, ’ 58, ” 340.%
Finnemore, " 50, " 293.
Fensmore, » 36, " 211,
Finnimore, » 31, “ 181.

On the other hand therc are probably not less than 356,915 living
Smiths. Some of the forms it will be noticed, are very rare. The
names Fynmore, Pilmore, ete., ara probably each represented by
less than a score of individuals, though perhaps 2 five years' search
is not sufficient fo render this certain, for several names, as
Vennimore and Billamore, undoubtedly still exist, though not in
the indexes. For each occurrence of these searcer names there
might be mustered an army of Smiths, some eighteen or twenty
thousand strong.

Of the instances of these names in the indexes of Births, 871
have the initial F or Ph, 19 that of ¥, 24 have P, and 33 have B.
In 247 cases the first vowel is e, and in 91 either ¢ or g, whilst
despite the general tendency to contraction, 256 instances have

E‘It‘. may therefore be.assumed that these names possess 8 common
origin. That origin, in all pmha.hilit.y, ia the Oxfordshire village
of meere which eertainly gave-ts name to a family who resided
there in the thicteenth centur This supposition is strengthoned
by a review of the geographical distribution of these surnames,
as the reader will ses by referring to the accompanying oulline map,
To the present day, & considerable number reside in Oxfordshire,
where the spelling Fenemore is principally adopted. The name
extends south and south-west through the counties of DBerks,
Wilts, IIants, Gloucester and Devon, The prineipal family, the
Fynamores of ‘Whetham, Wilts, undoubtedly came from Finmere,
and it i3 especially worthy of notice that almost overy place during
the 15th, 16th, and 17th centuries, where the principal scttle-
ments of the name existed, was intimately associated with the
manufacture of cloth. Thus, Calne, East Hendred, Reading,
Cam, and [iverfen, were all centres of the * clothing” industry.
There was, doubtless, a good deal of intercourse between theso
places, and we are thus led to the inference that the various
Fynmores, Fynamores, ete,, may have sprung from a common
stock. The Feunimores or Finymores who lived in Shropshire
in the 17th century, also were evidently engaged in the cloth
trade, so that they too may have came from Berkshire or Wiltshire,
and not from the ea? Shropshire Fennymere., DBut all this, of
course, is mere surmis

The Fyomores of EReading and Hinksey were not improbably of
the same stock as the Fynamores of Calne, for, though at present,
no documentary evidence in support of this theory is forthecoming,
it must be remembered that both families used the same srmerial
bearings. The earliest known ancestor of this family wasa certain
William Fynmore or Finnemore, who was settled in Reading
evidently about the middle of the sixteenth century, and with
him, therefore, we commenca the pedigree.

The accqmpanying chart will show at & glance the relative positions
occupied by the different members of the family, while the system
of reference adopted renders it eecsy to identify the various
individuals mentioned in the text:-—

II. William Fynmore, Fellow of St. John’s, Oxford, horn at
Rending about 1559, was edueated at the Grammar School in that
town, and from there was elected as “Gulielmus Finmore,
Redingensis,” to a scholarship in St. John’s College, Oxford, in
1678, on the foundation of Sir Thomas White, whoe was
a native of Reading, Fynmors was the fourth scholar elected,
hiz follow fownsman, William Laud, afterwards Archbishop
of Canterbury, belog the next. He was B.A. in 1582-3, and
afterwards graduated B.C.L., having become a Fellow of St, John's
College. He was evidently at North Hinksey in 1629, for in that
year, one Godfrey, named as his sxecutor, Willinm Finmors, of North
Hinksey. But when he made his own will, 25 July, 1648, which
was proved 24 September, 1646 [128 Twisse P.C.C. 1 ke deseribed
himgelf as of St. Giles in the suburbs of Oxford ; his monument in

The foregoing pedigree shows that the Fynmores are a long lived
family. The average length of a generation in the line of the
elder branch, by which the family hos besn carvied on to the
present time, comsiderably exceeds the usual estimate of three
genorations to the century.

Wo thus obtain sk average age of 74 yests, or B2} years, if the
accidental death of Thomas Fynmore be not reckoned. As the age
also of six other adult males of the family appears in the pedigrse,
we obtain a genoral avemge of 7O yoears, oz, again omitting Thomas,
of 74 yenrs.

It ia somewhat singulor, that although there were several
families of Fynmore in tho sixteenth century, and although
‘William Fynmore, of North Hinkssy, who died 1767, had no less
than fifteen children, mosé of tho branches are now extinet.
Indeed, if we except the Fynmores of the Royal Marines, the only
descendants of William Fynmore, the Fellow of St. John's,
who are known to be living, are the children and grandchildren,
numbering nine persons, of the late Mr. W, 8. Fynmote.

The position of the Reading and Hinksey Fynmores mny be
summed up by saying that they have been for the last thres
centuries a well-to-do professional family. In politics, they have
always been zealous conservalives, As recorded in his epita.ﬁh,
‘Williamn Fynmore, of St. John's College, in 1848, *when loyalty
and the church fainted, lay down, and died.” His grandasen,
William Fynmore, the archdencon, was active in his opposition to
the parliament ; and the latter's nephew, William Fynmors, writing
in the reign of William III to his son, says “our family has
always bean true to the good cld couse, and we will live and dye
by it, boy”

THE FYNMORES OF THE ROYAL MARINES.

This family of Fynmore, which it is convenient thus to distinguish
from the fact that so many of its members hiave served in the
Royal Marines, claims to descend from Richard Fynmore, VL a,,
gecond son of Willism Fynmore, V., of North Hinksey, who was
born there in 1712. This has been doubted on account of an entry
in the Hinksey registers recording the burinl there of Richard
Fynmore in 1728. It is clear, however, that the lntter entry refers
to Richard Fynmmore, Esq., of Kidlington, whose wife, Elizabsth,
was buried at Hinksey in 1716, and the entry of the burinl of a
“Mr. Fynmore,” at Kidlington, in 1729, undoubtedly refers to Jobn
Fyomere, son of John Fynmore, of Abingdon, and uncle of
Richard Fynmore,

A more serious objection is found in the fact that Capt. Richard
Fyumore, the known ancestor of this branch, did not obtain his
commission as o lieutenant in the Royal Marines until 1759, so
fhat if Le were the son of William Fynmore, of Hinksoy, Lie must
then have been forty-seven years old, a fact which militates strongly
against the idea, We venture to suggest that Richard Fymmore,
Lieutenant R.M. in 1759, was a son of Richard Fynmore, born in
1713, If so, we may assume that he was about nineteen when he
received his commission, & far more likely age than forty-seven,
Another fuct to be remembered is, that James Fynmore, the son of
Richard, was married at Sherborne, in which town resided, in 1790,
another James Fynmore, o linen draper, a coincidemce which at
once suggests that the latter was a near relative, It is traditionally
asserted that Capt. Richard Fynmove was twice mmried, and that
his daughter, by the firat marriage, was Jane Fynmore, afterwards
Mra Brown, born about’ 1742, which, if correct, would clearly
disprove this theory. On the other hinnd, the family tradition may
have confused the two Richards togother, and thus Mrs. Brown
may have been a daughter of the first, and not of the second.

THE ARMORIAL BEARINGS.

(Tha atmorial bearings used by some of the families possessing
the allied names of Fynmore, Finnimore, efc., show rany variations,
though they are of course nob so numerous as the changes of
spelling, 'With the exception of one in 1570 to the Filmer family,
and another of modern date to Phillimore, no grant of armorial
bearings can be traced at the College of Arms, to either Fynmore,
Fynamore, or any other kindred name, In all probability, the
arme used by the Fynamores of Whetham were, as their simplicity
indieates, of great antiquity, ndopted by them long before the
college of arms was incorporated. ) At any rate, the coat used by
them—srmina-two chevronels gules—was allowed by the heralds in
1623, to Bir John Ernle, of Whetham, and has ever since been
recognized amongst many others, to which the Ernles and Money-
Kyrlez are entitled, and who, through this allianee, marshall also
Holwell : Per chevron gules and ermine three chessrooks counter-
changed. What crest, if any, this family used hss Dot been
recorded, but the arms of Fynamore, impaled by ¥rnle, are stiil
to be seen carved upon the south front of ¥Whetham house.

As already mentioned, the Fynmores of Reading and Hinksey,
from the middle of the seventeenth century, and perhaps earlier,
used similar armorial bearings—ermine two chevronels gules—as
well as the creat®™—a bull's head couped sabls, charged with two
chevronels gules—thus leading us to the inference that both families
were desconded from the same stock, But at the visitation of
Berkshire in 1663, William Fynmore, of North Hinksey, *dis- *
claimed,” although the position of his family was such as would
heve amply justified his use of armorial bearings. Yeb, on his
monument, erected in 1677, his and his wife’s arms are duly
emblazoned. But in the visitations of this period, the pedigrees of
many families of good position are omitted by the heralds, and their
disclaimers entered. Sometimes they wholly ignoved the official
summons, 0 when they appeared, were unwilling to pay the
moderate fee for registration, which was demanded or neglected to
be prepared with the necessary evidence to substauntinte their claims,
Sometimes the cause was a political one. Not improbably this was
tha reason of William Fynmore's disclaimer, for ho was s staunch
loyalist, while Bysshe, the king of arms, who, by his deputy, Elias

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Ashmole, *visited” Berkshire, was o nominee of the common-
wealth.  However this may be, it must be remembered that
William Fynmore’s father, the fellow of 8t. Johu's, who died
1646, and is commemorated by the same monument as his son, was
contemporary with Roger Fynamoare, the last of the Whetham line.
This seems strong presimptive evidence that they were near akin,
for we can hardly suppose that the Reading and Hinksey Fynmores,
who were peopla of position and edueation, would have used the
arms of their namesskes who resided in the adjoining county,
unless they had been entitled to them,

It may be well to add that the same arms as those borne by
Fynmore and Fynamore—ermine two chevzonels gules—are ascribed
in Burke’s General Armory, 1860, to the name of Femynor (Norfolk
and Suffolk); and alse to Fermer, Fenmer, Ferimer, and Fanmer
{Norfolk and Suffelk). The same writer also sasigns to Fymmore
or Finmore, argent three mallets vert; crest, a unicorn sejant
resting the dexter paw on a free proper—to More of Devonshire,
argent two chevrons gules; and to Fenner, ermine two chevrons
sable. But what authority there is for these bearings does not appear,

The late Major B, K. Finnimore used on his bookplate—argent
on a bend sable three eaglets displayed [or?]; and for a crest—a
dexter arm embowed couped ab the shoulder habited gnles, charged
on the elbow with an escallop or, and helding in the hand an olive
branch proper.  Motto: Paciferam practendit olivam. It is
romarkable that these arms (not the erest) are identieal with those
borne by the Sussex and Wiltshire Erneles. Perhaps the assumption
of them may he due to a confusion between the arms to which
Michael Ernle, of Whetham, was himself entitled, and thoss which
he impaled in right of his wife, Mary Fynamore. Major Finnimore’s
family are unable to throw any light upon the question.

The Finuemors of DBallyward, Ireland, use a seal on which is

the crest-—a stag’s head impaled by & sword.
%u};:n tho sixteenth century the Filmers, ancestors of the well known.
Kentish baronets of that name, arose into prominence, Their
pedigree has besn traced back to a certain James Filmer, of Otterden,
Kent, whose son, Robert Filmer,* Prothonotary of the Common
Pleas, obtained & grant in 1570, of the following arme:—Sable
three bars or in chief a8 many cinquafoils of the last. Crest—a
falcon with wings expanded proper, beaked legged and’ belfled or,
standing on o broken castle or. ) A slightly different coat is also at-
tributed to Filmer, in the *“East’Anglian.” In Vol, L, p. 228 of that
journal, is given s pedigree of the Bradbury family of Wicken
Banant, Essex, aud amongst the shields quartered by them is
Filmer—Gules three bars argent a centon ermine—but the pedigres
gives po reference to any Filmer match,

* Hla grandson was the celobratod jurist, Sir Eobert Filmer, who wrote " Ansvchy of Mired
Monarchy.”® The lnttera son, gnother Sir Bobert, Filmer, was creatod & baronct in 1676,
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Arms similar fo those of Filmer, of East Sutton, wera assumed
in the eighteenth century, probably on no better authority than the
similarity of the rames, by the Phillimores of Cam and Kensington.*
On the monument at Camy, of John Phillimore, Esq., whe died in
1762, is the coat—Sable, three bars or, in chief as many vinquefoils
of the last, while on the adjoining memorial to his brother, Samuet
Phillimore, the same coat is tepented, bub with silver cinquefoils,
and in King's Stanley Clurel, for a near relative, we find, Gules,
threc hars or, in chief as many cinquefoils of the lest, Yet,
according to Berry's Berkshire Genealngles, Siv John Plillimore, a
near kinsman of the John Phillimore just mentioned, used, Sable
three bars argent in chief as many cinguefoils of the last, and for
a crest—on a tower a dove proper. The last edition of Burke's
Landed Geniry gives the tinctures as sable and or, and assigas as
crests to Phillimore of Kendals,—out of a broken tower, a dove
rising proper; and Yo Phillimore of Shiplake, descended frem
Dr. Joseph Phillimore, a brother of Sir John Phillimore—on o
tower & faleon, wings elevated all proper.  Berry, in his Dictionary of
Flerafddry, ascribes to 1hillimore—1. Sable, three bars argent, in chief
s many cinguefoils of the Inst; Crest—an eagle displayed gules.
2, Same as Filmer of Kent, 7., Sable, three bars or, in chief ag
many einguefoils of the second; Crest—ona broken tower, a faleon
proper, belled or. The Inst edition of Burke's General Armory
adds, uuder Phillimere of Cam, the following erests :—OQun a castle,
a cock wings expanded ; and—a dexter hand habited and ouffed,
couped belew the elbow, the hand bhelding a sirawberry twig, in
flower T

It is probably useless to seek for any authority for these
varieties of arms and crests, most of which, perheps, rest on none
better than individual fancy.

This assumption of the Filmer coat has been disallowed by the
Collcgs of Arms, and the late Sir Robert J. Phillimore, D.C, L.,
who, in 1882, was crented a baronet, obtained for himself and the
ather descendants of his late father, Joseph Phillimore, Ezq., D.C.L.,
a grant of the following armorial beprings :—Sable, three bars
indented crminots, in chief an anchor between two cinquefoils or;
Crest—In front of s tower argent, thereon a falcon volant proper,
holding in its beak a lure, three cinquefoils, fess wise or.  They are
evidently & modification of the arins hitherto used by bis family
for several generations, and the anchor which was substituted for one
of the einquefoils, gracefully commemorates his eminent services as
an admiralty judge and international jurist. The motto usually
used by the Phillimores—* Fortom posee animum "—which will be
found in Juvenal's tenth satirs, probably came through the Filmers,

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from the family of Fiennes, Viscounts Say and Sele, for Thomas
Filmer, Esq., of Amwell Bury, Herts, doubtless one of the Fast
Suiton farpily, married a sister and co-heiress of the fifth Viscount
Bay and Sele, who used it as his family metto,

Tt may be well to point out finally that the only authentic coats
of arms are—

Fynaxors or Fywuorz, authority unknown, but probably
nsed from & very early date, and frequently recognized by
the Herald’s College, as the arms of Fynamore, of Whetham. The
Fynmores aze known to have used these arms since the middle of
the seventeenth century, being probably entitled to do s0 as cadets
of the Fynamores of Finmere and Whetham, though the descent
yet remains to be shown. Very possibly other Finnimores,
Fonemores, and perhaps Phillinores, may be aqually well entitled,
though it may never be practicable to demonstrate such a right.
 Fimer, granted o Sir Robert Filmer, XKnt, in 1570, and
rightfully borne by his descendants onlyDh '

ParLLivorE, granted in 1880, and whidh the descendants of the
late Joseph Phillimore, Esq., are alone entitled o use.

Nore—=Since writing the above, I find that the creat ascribed to
Fynmore, is clenrly that of the Wickhama of Swalcliffe and
Abingdon, swho bore—a bull's head couped sable, armed or, charged
on the neck with two chevronels argent. The present representative
of the family, Mr. W. A. Wykecham-Musorave, of Swalcliffe, uses
for his crest—a huffalo’s head sabls, horned or, charged on the neck
with two chevronels argent. It is evident, therefore, that on the
erection at Hinksey of a monument in 1677 to William Fynmore,
his widow finding that he was not entitled to a crest placed that of
her family above his coat of arms, with which her paternal shield
of Wickhem was impaled.

This deficiency was not uncommon with medisval families, but
in the sixteenth and seveateenth centuries, when crests came to be
viewed sa a necessary accompaniment to a shield, the need was
often supplied by a special grant from the college of arms.

Ag might have been expected, no creat was placed on the tablet
which commemorates William Fynmore, the Recorder of Abingdon,
who died in 1687, for he was not related to the Wickhams. Bub the
history of the crest was scon forgotten, and the cognirance of the
Wickham family has ever since been used by the Fypmores in
connection with their coat of avms, '

It will be noticed that the tineture, gules, ascribed, in the pre-
ceding pages, to the chevronels on the bull’s head, violates a very
elementary rule of heraldry. They appear to he so on the tablet
of 1677, but it must be added that the colours are somewhat faded,
too much so, perkaps, to determine them with precision,









APPENDIX.

THE FYNAMORES OF WHETHAM,

Tihe family of Fynamore, of Whetham, was evidently, in
niedimval times, one of good position in Wiltshire, although its
nems i8 now remembered only as bringing a good estate to the
Xrnles, and some additional quarterings to their coat of arms,
Fortunately, many ancient charters relating to the Fynamores have
been preserved, and are now in possession of Col Money-Kyrle,
the present representative of this ancient Wiltshire family. From
the information which these documents afford, together with that
gathered from a very slight seareh amongst the public records, the
following notes about them have been compiled, and the information
which they contuin is now printed for the first time. Although a
fuller inquiry might have greatly extended our knowledge, and
have amplified the particulars of the family, yet the evidence now
accessible, showe clearly the existence of the Fynamores, in the far
off days of King John, and that they continued to flourish with
an unbroken succession until 1575, when their estates passed to
thg Ernles, on the death of the last male representative of the family.

Undoubtedly these Fynamores derived their name irom the
Oxfordabire village, nmow known ss Fiomere,* though formerly
spelt Finmore, and even as Filmore, and entered in Domesday hook
as Fenemere, of which manor they seem {o have been the lords,
and with which some of the nmame were connected late in the
fifteenth century

Gilbert de Finemere, living in 1208, az will he seen from the
evidence which follows, ig the earliest of whom we have as yeb any
note. By 1254, a Gilbert de Finemers appears in connection with
the town of Calne, in Wilishire, and the year 1272, or a little
earlier, may be fixed upon a3 the period at which the Fynamores
became interested in Whethaﬁ still a seat, and indeed the birth-
place of their descendant, Col. Money-Kyrle. It is impossibla to
say what precise relation theTvarious Gilberts de Finemers hore
to one suother, or, indeed, how many of them there may have heen.
Porhaps it will be most’ convenient fo arrange what is known of
these medizeval Fynamores in & tabular form,

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The latter portion of this table, although some of the links are
not strietly  proved,” is probably a correct aceount of the descent
of the later Fynamores of Whetham.

The marrisge of Michasl Ernels, Ezq., with Mary Fynomore, the
last of the line, is recorded in the Wiltshire Visitalion for 1623.
He was descended from a family who took their name from the
village of Earnley, on the coast of Sussex, and who wers of good
position in that county. The heiress of the Ernles, Hester Erale,
married William Washbourne; and their daughter and heiress,
Elizabeth, married Franeis Money, Esq., of Wellinghorough,
Northamptonshire, whose descendant and representative, Col, Money-
Kyrls, now owns Whetham House.

It seems probable that the Fynameres may have left descendanta in
the male lins, especially when we recoilect that the records which
are extant, show the existence of several collaterals at an early date.
‘Whether it will ever be feasible to prove this must remain doubtful
until mors extensive searches have beon made. Three families, we
venture to suggest, may be cadet branches of these Fynamores,
of Finmere and Whethkam. A family of Fynemore, (perhaps now
extinet), which owned land at East Hendred evidenily descended
from a Thomas ¥Fynemore, of East Hendred, hushandman, 1459,
who may possibly prove to be identical with Thowmas, son of John
Fynamore, 1436, who married Joan Wychampion.

It is possiblo that the Fynmores of Reading and Hinksey, whose
bistory we have alrendy traced, may be members of this family,
branching off about the beginning of the 16th century, unless,
indeed, they came direct from Calne to Reading. As we have
already noted, they use the same arms as the Whetham family, a
fuct which alone forins strong presumptive evidence that the latter
suggoestion may be the correct one.

The Glouncestershire family of Fynamore, who afterwards became
Thinimore, and subsequently Phillimore, trace their descent from a
Jdohn Fynamore, who settled at Com, in that county, in the early
part of the 16th century. No instance of the name has been
traced in Gloucestershire at an earlier date, and it is not unlikely
that John Fynamore may have come from Caloe. He was engaged
in the cloth trade, then the principal induatry of that town, which
is only thirby miles distant from Cam. The church tower of the
Iatter village wns evidently designed by the same architect who
built the ene at Calne, a fact which points to some degree of inter-
course botween the two places,

The evidence which followa in ahstraet respecting the Fynamores
of Whetham, is taken from documents in the possession of Col.
Money-Kyrle, except when the contrary is stated.

In Michaelmas tertn, 15 John [1208], Gilbert de Finemere was
epllod to warrant the third part of three virgates of land in
Finemere [Oxfordshire], being the dower which Olivia, the wifo of
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Reginald de Hales, received from her former hushand, William,
the son of Gregory.®

From the Libemts Rolls we learn that in 1210 Gilbert de
Finemere was serviog with the army in Ireland.t Oun the 20 July,
in that year, he was at Carrickfergns, and a month later, Thursday
after the Assumption, at Dublini.

In 1219, according fo the Register of St. Osmund, lately
published in the Record series, now preserved amoungst the episcopal
records of Salisbury, Gileberfus de Finemere was one of the attesting
witnesses to an exchange of land at Wokeingeham, made by
Radulphus Ruffus, of Wokingeham, with the dean and chapter of
Balisbury.

In 1224.5, 9 Henry II1,, Gilbert de Finemer was one of the
collectors of a subsidyof a fifteenth for Bedfordshire and Buckingham-
shire. The “Testa de Nevill,” which is & document of the time
of Henry ITL, or Edward L, shows that Gilbert de Finemere held
a knight's fea in chief in the county of Oxford.§

Simon de Finymere held land at Aston Clinton, Bucks, in 1249 ;
and again * Simon de ]la Fenymere tenet 13 acras.”)

By the middle of the thirteenth century, the Finemeres had
become connected with, and probably resident in the town of Calae,
a place with which they and their descendants have been azsociated
up to the present day.

The Hundred Rolls, IL*241, show that in the 38th and 39th
Henry IIL, and again in the 49th year of that King’s reigm, 1254~
55 and 65, Gilbert de Finemore acted as juror for the town of
Kaune; and later in the same reign, Geoffrey de Finemore was
a jurox for the hundred of Caune.

In 52 Henry III, 1267-8, Gilbert de Finemere appeared as
witness in & plea relating to land in Blackland, a viilage near Calne *#*

In 1272, at the feast of the purification, Gilbert de Finemere
and Geoffrey hiz son, granted to Robert de Rode [? Rowd, near
Calna], & croft in Tazeward. This was witnessed by William
Scriptor, Walter Phelip, Richard Papa, Geoffrey da , Henry
Phelip de Quemerford, Richard de la Ford, mud Richard de
Tazewsrd.

A charter which is undated, although evidently ezecuted about
the samne period as the last, states that Adam, the son of Ralph Horn,
with the consent, and at the request of his wife, Dionisia, granted
to William, the son of Richard de Finemore, a messuage and oroft

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in Whetham,* which Ralph the Forester, held “of me mnd
my father,” and three acres of land *which I received with
Dionisia, my wife, in frank marriage in Finemors,” *For this
gift the seid William gave me 22%; and to Dionisia, my wifs,
2%; and to my frst-born son, 1%” Witnesses— Walter de Calest,
chaplain; Gilbert de Annll’, Gilbert de Finemors, Alexander de
Teseward, Robert de Teseward, and Walier, his brother.

The Patent Rolt of 3 Edward I [1274-5], mentions an assize of
mort d'ancestor, arrzizned by William de Finemere, against Thomas,
the son of Roger de Finemere, respecting lands in Finemere.t

In 1279, William de Finemere held lands in Luilingston
[Lillingston Darell 1], Bucks, a village only six miles from Finmere. {

In 7 Edward I, 1278-9, Hugh de Finemere held a virgate of
land in Oxfordshire ; and about the same period, 3 Hugh Fynamur
is mentioned as having money transactions with the bailiffs of
Norwich.}

By an undated charter, previous to 1290, William de Camwille
granted to Gilbert de Finemora a messuage eroft and land in
Caleston.§

Gilbert de Finemore witnessed another grant slso earlier than
1290, by John Avenel, to Walter Alfrick and Cristina, hiz wife, of
certain land in Thaseward.

By mmother charter undated, but before 1290, John Ruffus
granted to Gilbert de Finemore, his kinsman [cognatus], all his
land in Blakelonde for four marks, end o yearly rent of ten shillings,
in addition to homage and service; and by a snbsequent charter,
also without date, John le Rus, of Raggele, granted te John de
Treminetes, o yearly rent of {en shillings, which Gilbert de
Finemere used to pay for land in Blakelande.§

John Avenel, of Thasewords, by another charter without date,
granted to Robert de Holeden and Marguret, his wife, o croft called
Sefers. To this the witnesses were, Adam le Chamberlayn,
William Asser, Hugh le Seters, Gilbert de Finemore, William ds
Thasewarde, and Walter de Crudesherd.

By another charter, which we may ascribe to seme period between
1290 and 1300, Henry de Finemors released to his brother, Geoffrey
de Finemore, & tenement at Blakelonde which he had by the gift of his
father, Gilbert de Finemore, The consideration was forty shillings of
silver, and & eertain portion of land, pasture, and moor af Finemore,
‘g0 contained in a charter which I hold from the said Geoffrey.” To

In 1282, Geoffrey de Finemore atfested & grapt of land in la
Blakelonde [ Blackland], made by William, Abbot of Malmeshury,
to Robert de Thurleby®.

On the 13th February, 14 Edward I [1286], Geoffrey de
Finemore obtained a licence enabling him to alienate to the Abbey
of Malmesbury a virgute of land in la Blakelonde [Blackland}.
Ha subsequently released this property to the abbey, by an undated
charter, which was witnessed Ly John Mauduit, Henry le Blund,
Gilkert de Roche, William lo Escriven, Adam le Chamberlain,
Willlam de Weland, Henry Phelip, and Robert de Roude. In a
list of the proporiies acquired for the Abbey, by Abbot William
Colerne, this land is entered as worth 40° per annum, and the
expense of the purchase as forty-seven markst.

In 1299, William, called Fynamour, wes prosented by the Abbot
of Hyde to the living of East Manynford, Wilts}.

By charter dated at Devises, Wednesday in the feast of Sit.
Dionisiug, 13 Edward II, (October, 1319), John de Polton
released to Gilbert Fynemor’ all s elaim to any lands and tenements
held by Gilbert in the hundred of Calne, Wilts.

William, called [Pewell?] of Calne, gave an acknowledgement
dated at Calne, Wednesday in the morrow of Sf. Martin, 5
Edward IL [11 Nov,, 1311}, of the receipt of forty shillings from
Gilbert de Fynemor, Walter D ... , of Hedynton, William de
Depegate, and John Horn, of Whettam, sureties [manocaptors} of
Adam Zeman, clerk, in which sum they were held bound on
account of a trespass commitled hy the said Adaw, the clerk.

By an undated charter, Stephen, tho son of Richard de
Remesbury, grants to Gilbert de Fynamor', his tevement at la
Combe, which he had by the grant of Jokn Chynnokes, in con-
gideration of the serviees due to the Jord of the fee, and for
“reagonable food and clothing,” or 20¢ annually te the said Stephen.
The witnesses were—William le Escreyveyn, Thomas Weylond,
Robert de Wychamton, William Asscer, Adam Shetere, and Robert
de Holedene.

Schetere, who obtained Robert Asser and William Schetere, of
Stockelegh, as sureties to keep the said John indemnified against
the said John, the sor of John; witnesses Sir Walter Fynemor,
chaplain, with others.

By charter dated at Whetham 12 April, 6 Richard II., William
Fynamore leased to Robert Shotere and Edward Badecok, twe
crofts in Stokkelegh, called Pyrnckeslegh, and a parcel of meadow
in Kyngmannemede, called Fynamoure's ——, and certain rents.

William Fynamoure sttested at Calne, Feast of St. Luke,
156 Richard II [18 October, 13917, a release relating to certain
property in Zatesbery [Yatesbury].

John Bleyk, of Bydelaws, and John Jackes, of Cesham Londe,
gave an acquittance of all claims to William Fynamore, Dated at
Chippenham Weilnesday in the Feast of St. Leonard, 16 Edward IT
{November, 13927,

William Fynamore, on Monday after the Invention of the Cross,
18 Richard IL [May, 1395], attested a conveyance by Jokn
Hertham, of Boteleres place, in Yatesbury, to Sir William de
Hyworthe, Rector of Blakedone, and William Holgrave,

In the following year, 17 April, 19 Richard IL [1396], William
Hyworthe and William Holgrave, settled all their lands, ete, in
Yatesbury, which they had by the gift of John Hertham, upen him
and Margery, his wife, and family. To this also, William
Fynamore was a witness,

William Fynamore also witnessed a deed dated the Purification,
20 Richard II [2 February, 1397], between John [Tasen ], of
Whetham, and Robert Scheow, of Stokkelegh, and Alice, his wife.

The inquisitio post mortem in 1398-99, of William, brother and
heir of Thomas, Iarl of Stafford, shows that Robert de Fynemere
held ons fee in Fynemeres, Oxfordshire.

William Fynamore, of Whetham, by charter dated at Stokkelegh
Thursday in the Feast of St. Barnabas, 5 Henry IV, [June, 1404],
laased to Edward Hadecok, of Stokkelegh, and Cristina, his wife,
a eroft called Pynunokeslegh, in Stokkelegh, with other premises.

By cherter dated at Whetam, Wednesday in the Feast of

William Finamor, of Whetham, by charter dated at Whetham,
upon St. Bartholomew’s Day, 2 Henry VI. [24 August, 1424),
leased premises called Depistts place to William Marner.

In the reign of Henry VI, there appesrs to have been a chancery
suit of Fynamore ». Quynteyn, which resulied in & conveyance
dated at Whetham Wednesday before the Feast of St. Margaret,
14 Henry VI. [10 June, 1436], by William Hegen, chaplain and
rector of Bremham, and Johm Quynteyn, who evidently were
trustees, to John Fynamore, and Josn, his wife, daushter of
William Wychampton, of the manor of Fynamore, and three crofts
at Whetham, to be heid by them in tail, remainder in default of
issua to Thomas, son of the said John Fynamore in tail,
remainder to the right heirs of Johu.

The inquisitio post mortem of Humphrey, duke of Buckingham,
shows that in 1460 a knight's fea in Fynemere, Oxfordshire, was
held by the heir of Robert de Fynemere.®

Alexander Blake, of Calne, Wilts, gentleman, Toger Fynamoure,
of Whefeham, in the said county, gentleman, and John Norman,
of Stodley, in the said county, yeoman, executed a bond for £10,
dated at Brenham, Michaelmas, 12 Edward IV., in favour of
William Temse.

Roger Fynemore, of Whetham, by charter dated Michzelmas,
12 Edward IV., leased to William Atles, of Canyngges Episeapi,
Wilts, a certain close in the parish of Calston, called Depystes,
near Wansdych, and a close in the parish of Calne, ecalled
Soper’s eroft.

On the death of Roger Fenymore, of Chirell, gentleman, an
inquisitio post mortem was taken on the 8 February, 18 Henry VII,
RN_hOS] The jurors founrd that he died seized of the manor of

etham, and of lands in Calston, Calne, Bowden, and Cosham,
that he died on the 23 December then last past, and that Richard,
his son and heir, wes of the age of 23 years*.

On the death of Richard Fynnamore, an inguisitio post mortem
was talen on the 14 November, 19 Henry VIII.

In 1552, § Edward VI., Roger Fynamore, gentlenan, is mentioned
in the Inventory of Church goods at Calne,

Acecording to a modern benefaction table in Calne Church,
“Walter Finamore, in the year 15567, gave 40 shillings a year for
the education of the poor.” This probably indicates the date of
his death.

According to the report of the Charity Commissioners by his
will ke gave a yearly aunuity of 40 for and towards the foundation
of one free school, to he erected within the bhorough of Calne, for the
better edueating of 10 poor chilidren of the poor inhabitants there in
learning.  This ke eharged upon his messunge, called the  Crown,”
and oiher houses in Calne, and requested his eousins, Richard and
Robert Uffenham, their leirs and assigns, to appoint the school-
masterr  In 1742, the schoolmaster was appointed by the Hon,
Fhioinas 1lay and Constantia, his wife, sole daughter of Johr Kyrle
Ernle, who claimed %o be heir at law of Richard and TRobert
Uferham, A family of Uffenhuin alics Lawrence, of Downton,
entered their pedigree at the Wiltshire visitation in 1623.

In 1526, John Fynnamore was presented by Sir Henry Long,
Knt., to the Chapel of Cayleways, which he resigned in 1530, on
being appointed to Heddington, by the Prior of Farlegh.t He
died in 1533. Evidently ho is the John Fyramore who supplicated
for B.A. at Oxford, 30 June, 1519, and was admitted 12 July.}

Ancther John Fynimore, who had alse vead at Cambridge,
supplicated for B.A., March, 15638-9.1

On the 5 November, 2 Edward VL, John Kelewey, who signed
as Kaylway, gave a bond for £20 to Richard ¥ynamore, gentleman.

From the visitation of Wilts, 1565, we learn that Walter Fynamore
had & daughier Mary, who married firs, Bayntun, and
sccondly, John Ashman, “ ee yet no issue”

Roger Fynamore, the last of the line, was probably a son of
Walter Fynamore, and the following fransactions doubtless refer
fo him.

papist,” as Fox terms him, and others who were concerned in the
prosecution. The only genealogical particulars which Fox has
recorded, are thet Finmore was married, and that he Lad a brother
“g poor labouring man,” who seems to have lived at Clewer. The
mertyrologist gives a very realistic illustration of the bumning of
Finmore and his friends, including Marbeck, though it must be
observed the Iatfer escaped this fa.te, and Fox afterwards acknow-
ledged his error in this pardicular.

(()XFORDSHIRE AND BUCKINGHAMSHIRE )

As from the village of Finmere originated the surnames
of Fynmore, Finnimore, ete., it might ba expected that one or other
of them would still be found in Oxfordshire. Such indeed is the
case, for there are mauy Fenemores residing in this county, mosé
of whom still live within a few miles of Finmere. Finmers,
Wendlebury, Weston-on-the-Green, Fringford, Newton Puareell,
Launcat, Arncott, Horley, and Stesple Aston, eackh of which is or
has been associated with the one or other of these names, are all
situated close together in the same part of Oxfordshire. Though
these various allied surnames are doubtless derived from Finmere,
it would perhaps be too mueh to asscrt that all who bear them ara
of the same stock. A village often supplied a surname to two or
three distinct families. The lord of the manor assumed its name
because he resided there; his tenant migrating to a neighbouring
town, became known by e similar surname, which, with him,
pointed out his place of origin. That the Fenemores are still to
ba principally found clustered round Finmere, is a striking illue-
tration how very stationary in some districts the rural population is.
‘What is known of the eazly de Finomores has been already given
in the recount of the Fynamores of Whetham, and it will therefore
be needless to repeat it here. The nofes which follow, it will be
geen, do little roore than to indieate the existence of the names in
this district from medimval times.

According to White Kennett, “one Fynntore, a husbandman of
Wenelbury,” discovered about 1622, a stone coffin on the site of
the Roman city of Alchester, which was supposed to contain the
remains of Carausius.

Samuel Venimore, of Wendlebury, died thers in Jume, 1885,
aged 80, and the name no longer exiats in that place.

The modern “Domesday book” mentions amongst the Oxford-
ghire freeholders, several Fenemores at Launton, Steeple Aston, and
Witney. Amongst the Oxfordshire Parliamentary Voters for 1876,
there are Fenemores at Steepls Aston, Launton, Amcott, and Horlay,
and & Venimore at Wallingford.

It must not be forgotten that Finmere is a border parish, and
indeed, in early times, was occasionally included in the county of
Buckingharp, in which a William de Finemere occurs at Litlingston in
1278-9. The name still exists in this county,for the new * Domesday”
records some small freeholders named Fenemore, at Oakley, and
thers are doubtless many others of one or ather forms of the name
who live in Buckinghamshire. The surname of Fullmer, which
occurs in this county, is probably derived from the parish of that
name which adjoine Stoke Poges.

GLOUCESTERSHIRE.\

No instance of any one of this group ¢f surnames has been met
ith in Gloucestershire of an earlier date than the sixteenth centary.
Jokn Fynamore, at the manor court at Cayg, for the year 1515,
paid a heriot of 13s. 4d., and was fined 10§ This date probably
indicates the approximate period at which Ke settled at Cam, for

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his name does not appear in any of the earlier rolls of thet manor.
On the 28 October, 1522, a water corn mill at Lower Cam. called
“ab antiguo” Corriet’s mill, now better known as “middle mill,” was
leased to John Fynamore, dlice, his wife, John and Thomas, sons
of Johm, the father, and Agnes, his late wife, and William the son
of John, the father, by Alice, his present wife, for the term of
their lives, and the longer liver of them, at the rent of 26s. 6d,,
the tenants doing all repairs, except providing timber, His name
continues as tenant until 1530, soon after which he died. Alice,
his second wife, was the widow of John Tyodale «lies Huchyns,
of Southend, in Stinchcombe, wheose death was presented at
Stinchcombe manor court, 16 April, 1515, so that her marriage
evidently tock place between that date and 1522. On 1 February,
1532, Alice Fynamore, widow, surrendered the lease of Corriet’a
mill, and obtained from the crown, ther in poasession of tha
Berkeley estate, under the devise of William, Marquess of Berkeley,
a fresh lease for 21 years, at an improved rent, of the water corn
mill, to which had been added a gigge mill under the same roof,
and a fulling mill under another roof. She died about 1535, and
Corriet’s descended to Ler som, Richard Tyndale, of Stinchcombe.

It seems probable that John Fynamore eettled at Cam when of
middle age, and marrying the widow of John Tyndale, introduced
the manunfacture of cloth at Corriet’s mill. Of his elder children
litile at present is known. Thomas, his second son, is probably
tha Thomas Fipnimore, who, in 13 Henry VIIL., was tenant, by
copy of court roll, of premises at Cam, for the lives of bimself,
Joan, his wife, and William, bis son, Joan Phinimore, presumably
his widow, was buried at Cam 21 October, 1575.

William FPhinimere, of Cam, yeoman, buried there 11 December,
1590, In 1531, a messuage and farundel of land at Cam was
Iesged to William Fyllymore, for the lives of himself and his sister,
Isabel. In 3 & 4 Edward VI, William Phynymore was crown
bailiff for Cam manor, and bLis “computus™ for that year is still
extant. In Michaelmas term, 3 & 4, Philip und Mary, a fine was
levied between Walter Gagge, querant, and William Fynymore,
and Alice, his wife, deforciants, of & tnessuage, garden, and one and-
a-half acres of land in Dursley, the consideration money being 40
marks. Also in Michaelmns termi, 1581, another fine was levied
between John Hervey, gent., and William Fynnymore, guerants,
and George Harding, and Susan, his wife, deforciants, of 20 acres
of meadow, and 60 acres of pasture in Cam. In 1848, William
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Fylymore, of Cam, was named an overseer of the will of Harry
Fylymore, of Wickwar, Willym Phillymore, in 1571, was assessed
to the subsidy, and paid 4s, upon £4 “in goods.” On the 24 July,
1571, Williom Fynimore attested the will of John Tratman
[Trotman] of Cam, clothman. He made his own will as William
Phinimore, of Cam, yeoman, 3 December, 1590, and was buried, as
we have eeen, 11 December, 1590.%° His wife, Alice thlmore,
was buried ab Cam 29 January, 1586. They appear to have loft
the following sons surviving them —

George Plinimore, buried at Cam 6 Maveh, 1614-5, probably
the ancestor of several families of Phillimore, at Cam, most
if not all of whom are now extinet,

Richard Phinimors, of Carn, yeoman, was buried thers

yeoman, was also buried there 28 January, 1680-81, aged

Jokn Phintmore, the third son, was probably the ancestor of
the Phillimores, of SHmbridge, Gloucestershire, now repre-
sented by Mr, Daniel Phillimore, Raymeadow, Toddington,
Gloucestershire.

DEVONSHIRE.

In ths early part of the ceventeenth century, we find several
families, whose name was then usually spelt-Phenimoré, settled in
the parish of Halberfon, near to Tiverton. From the fact that
Humphrey has slways been a favourite Christian name with them,
it has been suggested that they may be deseendants of Humphrey
Fynmore, presumably the eldest son of William Fynmore, the
Mayor of Reading. At present no other evidence in support of
the theory is forthcoming. The Halberion registers, which do not
begiz till 1605, show that Katherine, wife of Christopher Fynemore,
was buried there in 1614, and a Christopher Phenimore in 1634,
Tt iz possible that they may have been the parents of Richerd,
Philip, and Abraham Phenimore, of whese families the regislers
contain many partienlars. Unforinnately there are gaps, and the
entries are scarcely explicit suough to construct from them any

But it seems
well to print the extracts from the parish register, which have bean
most kindly supplied by the Vicar, the Rev. E. I Gregory, together
with absiracts of the few wills, and administrations, in the
Prerogative Court, which relate to this family.

The Fenimores of Pehembury, the Finimores or Finmores of
Tiverton, aud most of the modern Devonshire Finnimores and
Finnemeores, ave doubtless offspring of the Halberton stoek.

Besides thess, are the Finnimores of Camberwell, of whose
history, a detailed account will be given. Before doing so, it
may ba noted that, like the Gloucestershire Fynamores, the initial
Ph was adopted in the parish registers in the seventeenth century.
Unlike them, however, it has long been entirely discarded, nor
does there appear in Halberton to have been any tendency to
eorrupt the name by adopting ! in place of # in the middle of the
word. The wowel of the first ayllable at Halberfon, in the
seventeenth cenfury, was ususlly ¢, a pecoliarity which now chiefly
survives in Oxfordshire. The Camberwell branch spell the namse
Finnimore, but in Devonshire the spelling Finnemore is now
perhaps the commener form. We now give particulars of that
branch, which migrated to Londen in the last cemtury, and
commence, as will be seen from the following key pedigree, with
Philip Finnimore, of Halberton, who died in 1734,

Dr, Woodward, who also compiled a pedigree of the American
Fillmores, thought it * quite probable, if the evidence is not entirely
conclusive, that John Fillmore, or more likely his ancestors
{originally from England), emigrated first to Nova Scotia, and that,
subsequently, Jehn settled in the eclony of Massachusetts.”
Unfortupately, Dr, Woodward gives no reasons for this sup-
position. The Illustrated London News, when Millard Fillmore
became President, described him as descended from “an old
respectable English femily from Dlevonshire,” At presentno evidencs
in proof of this statement i3 available, though it seems very
probable that such is the eaee, for the first two generations of the
Masszachusetts Fillmores wers “ mariners,” a8 also were the Davon-
ghire Filmores all through the eighteenth century, and whoy indeed,
continved to lead a sea-faring lifo until recent years. {That the
Filmores of Devonshire had intercourse with New England ia
shown by ths fi n}iw:ng record printed by the New England

SHROPSHIRE.

The existence of a Finemer, in the county of Sslop, has already
been alluded to. As this place, now known as Fennymers, gave &
surname to & family, we quote what Mr. Eyton, the historian of
Shropshire, says in reference thereto :—

“plea roll of August, 1267. As heir of her father, Richard de
“ Fennemere, she sned Stephen de Asford for a third of threa
“ virgates, in Fennomere, She recovered the claim, and John, son
“of Thomes de Asford, who appeared as Warrentor of Stephen’s
“fitle, waz ordered to give his feoffee am equivalant elsewhere.
“ Agnin at the wevizes of Oct,, 1272, Isolda, daughter of Peter (read
“ Richard) de Fennamare, sued Mable de Fennemere, and John, her
“gon, for another third of the manor of Fennemare. She now
*“deduced her claim from one Edwyn, living in the time of King
“John, to Edwin his son, and hefr; from the last Edwin to
#Richard, his son and heir; from Richard to John his son and heir,
“from John, who died issueless, to Thomas, his brother and heir;
“and from Thomas, who died issueless, to Isolda, his sister and heir,
*the present plaintiff. The defondants replied that Thomes had two
“*gisters, viz: Iselda, the present plaintiff, and Matilda, the elder of
“the two, of whom there is no meniion in the plaintiffs casa.

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At present there is no evidence to show s continusnee of these
early Fenemeres by which we could prove any connection between
them and the Shropshire Fenimores of the seventeenth century,
about whom we have as yet only the following scattered notices,

Amongst the depositions taken by Commission in the time of
James L, is one now illegible made by Sir Thomas Fennymore
referring to possessions in Shropshire.

Thomas Fenimoore, of Bridgnorth, gent., was in 1680 one of the
two bailiffs of that town. In a brief of that year granted for
eollecting money fowards the re-building of the houses destroyed
in the civil war, his name is spelt Finymorse. In 1670, Thomes
Finimore, gent., was churchwarden of St. Leonard’s. He was
buried as “Mr. Thomas Finemore,” at St. Leonard’s, Bridgnorth,
7 September, 1674.

John Finimore, of Chadsley Corbet, Worcestershire ; admin-
igtration was granted 2 July, 1658, to Katherine, his widow,
(h}athm'm Fynnimore, of Chadsley, Worcestershire, in her will,

658, which was proved the following year, names the following
amongst many other legatees : Elizabeth Finnymore, my mother-in-
law—Gilbert Finnimo:%und his wife—my hrother Francis Jarvaise
——my sister-in-law, Mafy—my brother-in-law, Richard Evaps—my
sister Alice Beddall, and her son John. .

It will be remembered that Dr Simon Ford, the viear of St
Lawrence's, Reading, afterwards became rector of 0ld Swinford, in
Worceatershire, In the parish register of that place we find—

1638, June 25, Elizabeth, wife of Richard Finmore buried.

1641-32, Feb. 3, Richard Fynnemore and Joan Styer married.

1650, Dec. 25, Richard Finnemore buried.

John Fynnymore, and Elizabeth, his wife, Samuel Bunting, and
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Edith, his wifs, Thomas Brown, and Elizabeth, his wife, were the
deforciants in 2 fine of lands at Uttoxeter, Staffordshire, levied
27 and 28, Car. II. The name apparently still survives in this
county, for the mew “Domesday ” returns Mrs, Ann Finneymore,
of Uttoxeter, a3 a landowner there.

A yeoman family, named Finnemore, or Finnmore, was in the
seventeenth century settled in Huntingdonshire, Northamptonshire,
and Lincolnshire,

Vincent Fynnemore, of Upton, Castor, near Peterborough,
yeoman, made hia will 24 Jan., 1638, which was proved 12 Jan,
1639, in the ¥.C.C,, and registered as Finnmore—names Kobert
Fynnemore, my father, and Ellen, my mother—my four daughters,
all minors, Ellen, Anne, Marie, Elizabeth, and Alice Finnemore—
my loving wife, Anne—-ehildren of my brothers, Robert, Wildebore,
and Henrie ¥ynnemore. Executrix, my wife. Supervisors, my
father, Mr. Wells, of Wooderaftt, William Finomore, yeoman,
James Wells, yeoman, John Danser, yeoman, of Warrington, Henry
Fionmore, yeoman.

Henry Fynemore, of Yaxley, Hunts, yeoman, in 1634, filed & bill
in Chancery, against Robert and William Caveney. The plaintiff
at Michaelmas, 5 Car. I, had married a denghter of Robert
Caveney, of Whittlesay, yeoman, and the dispute arose out of the
settlement them made. In the answer, the name thronghout is
gpelt Fennymore.

Robert Finimore, of Whitelsea, Cambs, yeoman, in 1651,
petitioned the parlinmentary commissioners, by whom his estates
in the town of March, had been sequesirated. He states that he
purchased them for a competent consideration, from Henry
Finnemore, of Yaxley, Hants, yeoman, that he has always been
faithful to the parliament, and asks for the sequestration to be
removed. Evidence on his behalf was given amongst othersy by
Wilbore Fynimors, of Yaxley, yeoman, but the ecommissicners
reported, “that he hath not proved that ever he was in possession
of the premises before sequestration.”

Henry Finnimore, of Yaxlaey, yeoman, probably in consequence
of this decision, petitioned 20 June, 1651, to be allowed to
compound for £12, for his premises of Whitshouse, ete., in the
town of March. “His delinquency That he adhered to the Kinges
partie against the parliament.”

Henry Finn{more, of Burne, Lincolnshire, husbaodman, petitioned
to ba allowed to compound for lands apparentlyin the town of Mareh,
and states that he had not acted against the parliament since 30 Jan.,
1640-1. He was fined £34 2s. 6d., being one third the value.

From the signatures it is clear that Henry Finnimore, of Yaxley,
and Henry Finnimors, of Bourne, were different persons, Amongst
these papers are tho autographs all well wntten of “Hency
finnmore,” # Robert fiynimore,” * Wilbore fiynimore,” and *Hen;
Finnmore.”
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Ap might be expected from the eircumatance that the Fynsmores
were eonnested with Calne, in 'Wilishire, from the middle of the
thirtesnth century, we still find instances of most of the allied
surnames remaiaing in that county. Whether they have originated
from the Whetham family, it is of course impossible fo say.

At Nether Avon, in this county, as we have already mentioned,
there iz quite a clan of Phillimores who have been settled in that
parish, &b least fwo hundred years, and in the neighbourbood much
louger. The will of John Fillamor, the elder of Ludger
[* Ludgershall] Wilts, was proved in 16565. Phineas Philamore,
aligs Fennymore, whe signed as Phillomoar, conveyed in 1731,
soms property in Nether Avon, to Timothy Carelese. . The name’
in the registers there was then usually spelt Phillamors, and not
unfrequently Phillemore, but it has now settled down to Phillimore,
A Jobn Phillimore, of Walham Green, Middlesex, named in his
will in 1773, his father, John Philiimore, of Feildon, Wilts, a
piace which may probably be identified with either Figheldean, or
Fittleton, both of which villages are near to Nether Avon. From
this family, Mr. Phineas Phillimore, of Deptford, appears to be
descended.

Not a few instances of one or other of the mames oecour in
Hampehire, principaily in those parts of the county, which adjoin
Wiltshire, A Thomas Filmore, of Rotherwick, made his will in
1638. Modemn directories alse show the occurrence of the following
surnames :-~Billimore, Filmore, Fillmors, Phillmore, Fennemore,
Philemore, Phillemore, and Phillimore. They appear to be spread
throughout the district, which extends from Nether Avon, in
‘Wiltshire, to Chate, Andover, and Whitchurch. Some of them
also occur at Winchester, and in other paris of South Hampshire
No attempt as yot has been made to traes their history in this
county.

In Ircland, there are two families respectively, named Finnemore,
and Finnamers, who refain tradition of an English descent, from
two brothers, who went to Ireland with Cromwell. One brother,
it iz said, settled in Kings County, and his descendants followed
the latter spelling : the ancester of the other branch settled, temp.
Charles II., at Balyward, Manor Kilbride, Wicklow, and 15 now

presented by John Finnemor, Feq., J.P.

/m In America, both Fillmore and Fenimere sre familiar names,
"The former has already been referred to; the latter is associated
with the novelist, James Fenimore Cooper, who derived the name
from his mother, a daughter of Richard Fenimore, of Burlingion
County, New Jersey. From the Register of Christchurch,
Philadelphia, it appears that a Fennipore family were seitled
in that city, at lepst ag early as 1749,/

The name of Finamors also appears in Ttaly. Tommaseo Finamare,
in 1750, was plaintiff in a law suit against N, Filizzola.

Sig. ngl Finamore Pepe, Bntmh Vice Consul, at Monopoli,
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stated in 1874 :—“My family name is rsally Finamore, but to
distinguish myself from some others, in Central Italy, who bear the
same surname, I add that of my mother, who belonged to the noble
family of Pepe, of Naples, Although I have had pess through my
hands all the old chronicles of this and the neighbouring citiss,
I have not found in them any Finamore before the sighteenth
century, This family appeaved here when it went from England.
+«++v« What strikes me tnost is the continusl use in our family of the
name (iiovenni; my grandfather and father were so called, and
now my only son also bears that name, My family is in every way
talian, although it seems of foreige origin.”

Geennare Finamore is the anthor of “Tradizioni popolari Abruzzesi,”
and osf Voeabolario dell'use Abruzzess,” published at Lanciano,
in 1882,
