THE NILE FROM CAIRO TO DA
METTA.

On the 15th of Feb. 1 went from Dax
imietca_in a canjoiyor boat, built for plea
fure. A faithful Janiflary, and an Arabian
fervant accompanied me, all well-amed ;
a very neceflary caution on - the banks of
the Damietta, where attacks are continual.

We lefe Boulac about one o'clock, with
n ferene fky, and a heat as temperate as
one of the fincft diys of our fpring. The
nunds ad been over about fix weeks,
and the waters of the Nile infenfibly do..
creafed,  The current being rather flow,
and the North wind blowing, the men
wereobliged to take to their oars. Wheat
and barly began to ripen. The Indian
millet was a footbigh ; and thé third crop
of Lucern was fpringing. Cucumbers and.
water melons fpread their fexible brancha
es over the river banks, and beans were
almoft ripe. The foliage of the treeswas
fverding, but differénty tinctured, and the
orange and citron were in dower, Such
was the afpect of the country on the 15th
of Februry.

CLIMATE.
An antient hiftorian fays, that the Fn
ryptians are the moft healthy people on
earth, which adsantage they owe to the
ilubricy of the air, aud the temperature
of the climate, which feldom varies, But
Mr. Savary obferves, that there is an une
healthy feafon in Egypt. From Februa
ry till the end of May, the fouth sinde
blow at_intervals, and load the atmofphere
with a fubcle duft (which makes breathing
difficult,) and drive before them  pernici
jous exbalations. Sometimes the heat be-
comes infupportable,and the thermometer
fuddenly rifes 19 degrees. The inhabie
tants call this feafon Rhawlin, fty, bea
caufe thefe winds, are moft felt for fify
days, between Eafler and Whitfuntides
Tt mufk not, hawever, be fuppoled, that
this wind, which in afew hours cerrupts
meat and animal fubitances, blows fifty
loys.  Egypt would become a defart, Tt
