After Leing in hock for their hotel bill
at one of the best hotels in Vienna for two
and a hall menths, fhree Yankee soldier
photograplhiers returned to Coblenz Aprit 22.

They had no money to pay their hotel
bill. The only thing to do was to stay on
aud on, Meanwhile their will was mount-
ing at the rate of $§ a4 man per day.
Finally, the middle of April, when Bol-
sheviks were-getting active in Vienna and
the Rhineland looked good to the three
Yonks, they managed to get enough money
to pay their bill and railroad tickets. The
Lotel bill was nbout 1,500 kronen, upproxi-
nately  $830.  Transportation cost 1,500
kronen more, declare the three.

“Vienna is fine, bul we wished we had
some corned willie or goldiish,”” was the
statement of one of the men. “We lived
for two wdeks on saverkriut, and it was a
Lig day, Sunday or something, when we

- got varrots.’
