
I Demonstrations in Berlin Against Treaty

(Above.) Great throngs
assembled before the Reich-
stag in Berlin to protest
against the peace terms as
soon as they had become
known. There was a chorus
of denunciation from peo-
ple, press, and pulpit, and it
was declared that such
terms could not possibly be
accepted. The only excep-
tions were the Independent
Socialists who declared for
any treaty that would pro-

vide "bread and work."

National Union
of Young Germans gath-
ered before the Roon Mon-
ument in Berlin bearing
flags and placards inveigh-
ing against the peace
treaty. Placard at the right
reads: "In 164&-1684 Lquis
XIV. stole German-Alsace
from us.
