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The club women of Greater New York, 773,000 strong, are auxiliaries of the Women’s Section of the League for National Preparedness. Thousands of women unattached to any particular preparedness organization are receiving instruction in Red Cross work;
many are even making bandages, which are being stored in case of a conflict between the United States and a foreign power. In Pelham and New Rochelle, N. Y., organizations of women, under the auspices of the National Red Cr935, are pledgxr}g themselves
